1. Marlene called the meeting to order at 6:40 pm.

2. Kris adopted the old minutes and Stephanie seconded.

3. Old Business	
a. Outdoor classroom/natural Habitat – Update – Marlene has talked to Jason Friesen from plankeye Woodworks about wood benches.  The benches would be about $200 each.  We have $2000 for the outdoor classroom that needs to be spent by May 2015. Then we can get the bills settled by June 2015.  Mr. Harding will talk to Ed Harms about the fill.  Lights need to be put up first in order to deter any kids from vandalizing the outdoor classroom.  Mr. Harding will check with ESD about the lights so we know what we are able to do.  The outdoor classroom committee will have a meeting in the next few weeks.
b. Swings/Climbing Structure / Update on Day Care Building – The playground is cramped because of the space taken by the daycare.  Parents are angry that the swings are not reinstalled yet.  The daycare is checking with ESD to see if the swings can be repurposed or if new ones have to be purchased.  If new swings have to be purchased then it takes time for them to be ordered and installed.  New swings would be at the cost of the daycare.  Right now the reinstallation of the swings is not a priority for ESD.  Carissa is going to draft a letter to be sent to Daniel Howe, Director of Maintenance and Transportation at ESD about the swings and Marlene will sign the letter.  The teeter totters are still fenced off because of the gym renovations.   
c. Bulletin Board / Muffins / Hot Dog Day – The muffins are used for kids with not enough lunch.  We still have 3 dozen in the freezer.  Student council is having a pizza day on Oct 30th for the middle year students.  The next hot dog day will be November 14th.  The next hot lunch will be on Friday, Dec 12th with Perogies and Sausage.  The EA’s will make sure that the grade 7/8 students get their food.  If a student is not at school on a hotdog day or a hot lunch day they will no longer be reimbursed.  Joe and Sally will need help at the perogy/sausage hot lunch.  Marlene will talk to Marianne Stefansson if she is willing to assist with gluten/dairy free perogies.
d. Thank you Letters for Welcome Back BBQ – Tanya will do up Thank You Letters to all of our sponsors from the Welcome Back BBQ.
e. Babysitter for PAC meetings – The babysitters that are watch the children during PAC meetings are through the Philanthropy Club.  Each babysitter is paid $10 that is used towards Philanthropy Club activities.
4. New Business 
a. Santa’s Visit – PAC will organize Santa’s visit for December 18th in the afternoon since the Kindergarten and Kindergarten Here I Come students are at school.  We will have to decide if we do just candy canes or oranges and candy canes.  
b. PAC Fundraiser/Christmas basket/ticket sales – We will have the Christmas basket fundraiser again this year with 3 baskets.  Mr. Harding will put in the newsletter and on the website that PAC is looking for donations.  PAC will spend up to $100 to fill up the baskets.  Marlene will talk to Norma about tickets.  We really need to sell tickets at the door as we sold over $200 at the K-2 concert last year and this is a really good fundraiser for PAC.
