a. Facilities: 

-Getting a lot of graffiti in the 5-8 boys washroom.  We are currently keeping track of who is going to the washroom and also checking regularly.  We need students to know that we are watching this closely so that we can get it to stop.

 - Some repairs have been done to the crosswalk.  Hopefully the next time it rains we won’t need a boat to get kids across the road. 

b. Breakfast program – Interlake Co-op is once again donating the fruit.  The school also continues to get a small supply of various food items in case a student has forgotten their lunch or require a little extra.

c. Halloween – a letter regarding costumes will go home again this year.  “Students are encouraged to bring a costume to school on Hallowe’en.  However, they should be appropriate for the school environment:
· Costumes are expected to be in good taste and family oriented.

· Costumes are not allowed to have any dangerous objects (i.e. toy swords, toy guns, chains, skates, etc) – Leave those items at home for the Hallowe’en evening fun)

· Costumes should not be too scary, so that our younger students are not frightened

· Costumes that are offensive to others’ religion, race, culture, or belief system are not permitted
