a. School Trustees- Penny Helgason and Gladys Kohler. Have not heard yet if we will have a trustee attending our meetings.

b. Facilities: 

-Play Structure needed some repairs because of what looks like vandalism over the summer. Completed last Thursday. One of our new pieces of equipment also has had some warranty work done because of a piece of broken plastic.

-Over the summer we had a lot of work done in our Gym including upgraded basketball hoops, resurface flooring and upgraded acoustic tile. 

c. Shops- this year the 7/8 students are doing shops for the entire first term for one period per week. This provides the grade 7/8 teachers one period per week where they have just their grade 7 or 8 students. I have scheduled this time to be an additional math class.

d. CO-OP continues to donate fruit to the school on a weekly basis. Over the course of a year this would be a significant amount of money and we appreciate their ongoing support.  **The school send out a letter of request as well as the thank you**

e. Strong Beginnings will be held on September 21 & 22. This provides teachers the opportunity to get to know students one-on-one and develop a sense of their academic needs. This information is also used by the principal, resource, and counsellor to provide additional supports to students. 

f. Student Council/ Philanthropy- is hosting a evening at the school in October similar to a craft fair. They will be charging for tables and this money will be donated to a charity.

4. Old Business

a. Continue with open forum at beginnings of meetings?  Yes, we should keep it open and if nobody attends with any questions then we just move on to the next item.

b. Natural Habitat – Tara was unable to attend the meeting but Tiffany offered to talk to her to see what and if there was any progress with the work to be done from Raymond Weik as nothing had been done over the summer break.  Mrs Harding mentioned a company called Prairie Flora Greenhouse that would come in and do up a plan for the space, like for plants needed and such.  Maybe the committee should contact them to find out a cost for this service?

c. Cross Country Ski equipment (grants) – Jenna will apply for the Noventis grant.  Carissa is already attending a planning meeting for the IERHA Healthy Living grant and she would also find out if they think the school/ski equipment would qualify.  We agreed that if it would qualify, we set the request amount at $2550 (10 sets of skis, boots, and poles at $255/set).  Denise and Mr Harding had previously applied for a grant for the purchasing of 12 sets.

d. School brochure – Tiffany has put out brochures at the RM Office and Town office but it would be nice to get some out to the clinic/public health office and the provincial building.

e. I love to read guest reader info – The school has applied to some places, as there is a school committee.  Holly is the contact for that.
f. Hamburger/hotdog day/hot lunch/bulletin board.  Thanks to Jenna for the new board, very cute.  Subway day will be September 27 and October 25.  Hot dog day October 13.
g. Welcome Back BBQ – plans are well underway.  Coop has graciously donated all the food again.  Set up of bbqs, tables, and chairs will begin at 3:30.  Ernest will be there again with the ice cream.  Carissa will be taking care of the face painting supplies and volunteers, the paints are good to go as well as the pictures.  We will be needing a second bbq, in addition to the school one so Jenna offered hers.  We will also need roasters, tongs, flippers – Kendra and Tiffany said they could bring.  Tara and Tiffany would make the arrangements for the volunteers for the food and Kendra would find the volunteers for the bouncers.  Tiffany will also pick up the chips.  Jenna will organize the games/races and also do an announcement introducing all the teachers.
5. New Business
a. PAC AGM is scheduled for our next meeting, which is Monday October 16, 2017.  The Executive board members for the 2017-2018 year will need to be elected.  Executive positions are chair, vice-chair, secretary/treasurer plus we aim to have 5-7 other members.
